Code, and the entity provided notice as required by that chapter."  

Please note – this governmental meeting is, in the opinion of counsel representing the Department of Family and 
Protective Services an open meeting subject to Chapter 551, Government Code and the Department of Family and 
Protective Services is providing notice of this meeting as required by Chapter 551. In addition, please note that the 
written communication required by Texas Penal Code Sections 30.06 and 30.07, prohibiting both concealed and open 
carry of handguns by Government Code Chapter 411 licensees, will be posted at the entrances to this governmental 
meeting.
