Program investigates reports of  abuse, neglect, and 
exploitation of  persons with disabilities (children and adults) 
receiving services in state operated and/or contracted 
settings that serve adults and children with mental illness, 
intellectual disabilities, or developmental  disabilities.  
Investigation results are sent to the facility or program 
administrator for appropriate action.
